Christ-Followers Suffer Persecution 
Many now around the world have begun to hear about the per-
secution focused on Christ-followers in a few states in India.  
This terrible situation more or 
less began in Orissa state (east 
coast of India).  Thousands of 
pastors, church planters, and 
church members have suf-
fered—being beaten, impris-
oned, macheted, and burned, 
as well as houses and churches 
burned.

Tens of thousands of Christ-
followers escaped into the sur-
rounding forest of their villages.  
Slowly many have now escaped 
to neighboring states for refuge. 
 

While in Delhi a couple weeks 
ago, God granted me the opportu-

nity to meet personally some of these pastors and church plant-
ers.  A dozen or so men and their families had been brought to 
this campus outside Delhi.   
 

It was humbling for me to meet these men, see the joy in their 
faces, and hear their testimonies—all which honored Christ!  
Now the persecution has spread to several states in India.  Do 
remember these suffering saints before our Heavenly Father.

2009.  Myanmar (Burma) is site of the first teaching venue, 
January 22-30.  The second teaching venue is Nepal from 
January 30 to February 7.
