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15 Years of Ministry 
Having launched out into this 
itinerate teaching and training 
ministry in January 1994, we 
find fifteen years of ministry behind us.  This faith-oriented 
ministry was officially launched under the umbrella of Ken 
Caryl Baptist Church of Littleton, Colorado.  Nancy and 
Phil were serving churches up and down the front range 
here in Colorado.  God had put on our heart that the 
ñchurches who needed the help the most could afford it 
the leastò and we were not to ask for financial compensa-
tion from them for bringing our teaching ministry.  This is 
how it has been and how it remains.  As an itinerate 
teacher, Phil helped primarily the churches with limited 
training resources.   
 

By mid- 1995, the Institute For 
Ministry Development was op-
erational and recognized by the 
IRS as a 501 [c] 3, non-profit 

ministry.  Our mission has always been “teaching and 
training ministry focused on equipping individual believers, 
ministry groups, leadership persons, and churches as a 
whole to better carry out their God-given ministry.” 
 

We have not sought to grow this ministry—only to obey 
the leadership of God’s Spirit.  God has broadened the 
“footprint” of the ministry to include around 20 nations, 
work with 40 plus people groups, engage alongside 20-
plus indigenous ministry leaders, enlarge our board of 
directors from 2 (legal minimum) to nine active, increase 
our teaching staff (USA based) to 5 and international 
teachers to “I’m afraid to quote inaccurate number”, and 
launch IMD PRESS—publishing tens of thousands of cop-
ies of training resources in at least 18 languages.  
 

It could easily be true that we have ministered to hundreds 
of churches and thousands of pastors and church workers 
over these years.  Now IMD International since 2004 has 
been ministering to over 1,000 pas-
tors, church planters, and church 
workers annually.  But, to keep the
