Brother Koos, Rob, 
Andy and Nicky came in February this year and conducted a 
Mini Bible School to which all leaders from churches in 
Luapula Province and neighboring country (DRC) attended 
and also some Pygmies came. These leaders were thor-
oughly equipped. It was amazing to see leaders receiving 
the challenges and accepting to make a change in their lives.  
The training l received in Puta was so challenging, yet when 
l returned l started applying it. It is so awesome to see my 
church responding to the teaching which brought two pas-
tors from other churches joining our church as members—
accepting to be discipled by me. 
 

The other wonderful thing is a church of one of these pas-
tors coming to join us which has made our church to in-
crease in number. We are also seeing members bringing 
one or two persons every Sunday in the church. We give 
glory to our Lord Jesus Christ.

God at Work in Zambia—A Testimony 
Henry Katontoka—This took place when Tim Bunn came to us 
in June to launch the "God's Plan on Church Planting.” The 
material was very new to us. It was also very educative Bibli-
cally. We touched many areas of life and ministry; especially 
how Paul's method of planting churches is different from ours. 
Some mistakes were observed which we make and how our 
churches are diverting from the super cultural truths of the 
Bible. We observed that we have applied so many traditions in 
our churches today. We also looked at what the bible says 
about marriage and the church of Christ which principals are 
quite the same. We saw certain things missing in our churches 
as we look for support to other peoples; e.g. western world. 
The church does stand on its feet.  
 



God at Work in East India—A Testimony 
Reji Dineep—God helped us to organize a short term Church 
Planter's Training in Trivandrum for 13 of the newly commit-
ted men from three districts of Orissa state. The focus of the 
training was on church planting, missions, discipleship, and 
leadership. They have studied 10 courses in line with the 
above mentioned.  
 

Among the participants 9 were the disciples of our missionar-
ies in Orissa. They have been discipled by a missionary over a 
period of 9 to 12 months. Then we brought them for this short 
term training in Church planting. This is the process God is 
asking us to keep in the Training, that is to say, Those who will 
be identified for the ministry from various house churches in 
Orissa will be first discipled by the local missionary for a pe-
riod of six months to one year, and then as group they will be 
brought to a Short -Term (5 months) or a Long -Term (10 
months) of church planter's training in Kerala state.  
 

Completing the training these men will be to be ready to pio-
neer church planting in a newly identified un-reached area / a 
tribe of their state. With God’s help, within another year this 
person will be discipling one or two of his young believers and 
sending them for the short/long term training in church plant-
ing in the following year.  
 

Invitations Require Prayer Before Accepting 
More invitations to engage Christ-followers with our ministry 
of teaching are coming from a Central Asian country.  We have 
received SIX substantial invitations to assist pastors and minis-
try leaders with teaching.  Some of these brothers are asking 
and asking again.  Will you intercede for us to know and do 
God’s will with these invitations? 
 

Preparing to Accept Invitation 
God has recently brought to us an invitation to join a fellow-
ministry working in Nicaragua to bring teaching to indigenous 
pastors and ministry leaders.  Research is underway at this 
time to set the first teaching event for early 2011.
